The researcher, based at CERN, will work primarily with Professors Andrew Lankford and
Daniel Whiteson, and will contribute to searches for new phenomena, as well as playing
a major role in integration and commissioning of the NSW (new small wheel) and recom-
missioning of the CSC (cathode strip chamber) subsystems of the ATLAS Muon Spectrom-
eter. Opportunities will also exist to work in development at the interface between the
NSW detector readout and ATLAS trigger and data acquisition and to application of ma-
chine learning in data analysis.

The ATLAS group at UCI, consisting of Professors Andrew Lankford, Anyes Taffard, and
Daniel Whiteson, is actively engaged in the Muon Spectrometer, the Trigger and Data
Acquisition System, and Software and Computing. It enjoys a close and fruitful relation-
ship with the UCI theory and phenomenology group.

The applicant should have, or be about to gain, a Ph.D. in particle physics, and is expected
to have experience from at least two years of active participation in a leading interna-
tional particle physics experiment. The applicant should have expertise in data analysis
techniques and software systems used in high-energy physics as well as Unix operating
systems and the C++ programming language. Experience in detector readout and/or trig-
ger and data acquisition is highly preferred.
